	Kinesthetic activity:

Turn into frogs from previous day’s painting activity and jump around room in a line…..
Discussion:  

To identify through previous understanding and knowledge some attributes of a frog

(all as visual aids):

-big eyes

-no hair

-long tongue

-stick padded fingers

-webbed back feet

-long legs

-small size?

-silent movers


	Allison and I could not stop talking about you all last night!  We were so impressed….

Turn into frogs from previous day’s painting activity and jump around room in a line….. to get out wiggles….very exhausting!...legs sore?  Of course!  Frogs have very strong legs to help them jump everywhere…
(suggestion to settle children by Matthew… have them hold a “fly” in their mouth)
Tell me what you know about frogs

-they can be colorful or dull

-they jump (with what?  How? (long legs attribute up)

-they eat flies… 

Acknowledge attribute they already know then start with the eyes….


	Discussion & Kinesthetic Activity
Pose questions in bold then get some answers from kids….use gestures to pretend….ask kids to pretend they  had those attributes for each one…

The goal here is to get students to make personal links to the attributes of frogs and then realize their influence on ability (i.e., long legs = jumping farther)
	If my eyes were as big as a frog’s…. 
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I could see in the dark….
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 I could see underwater…

If I was bald like a frog…..
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  I would probably want to wear a hat

If my tongue was as long as a frog’s….
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…I could eat food across the table. 
If my mouth was as big as a frog’s…
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….I could eat things as big as my head.
If my fingers had sticky pads like a frog’s…
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  I could walk on the walls.

If my feet were webbed like a frog’s…. 
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I would be a swimming champion.
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…and I would probably need new shoes

If my legs were as long as a frog’s….

	Discussion transitioning to drawing activity:

Have students identify which attribute they’d like to have and why…


	If you were to have one of these attributes which one would you have?...circle the attribute on your frog handout
Ask a few students to tell the class which one they would have…


	DRAW:

Get students to visualize how they would look with their now attribute and then get them to draw themselves with it.

Supplies:

-pencils and crayons
-large 11”x15” paper?
	Imagine yourself with that attribute…..what would you look like?  What would you do with it?  

Draw yourself with the attribute you circled.

Start with pencil then color it.

Remember to show as much detail as you can.
