Patterns in Nature

Objectives 
Students will look at different images and identify where patterns exist.

Students will make crayon rubbings of objects to create patterns and repetition. 

Art Problem 

Students will explore repetition and pattern using crayon rubbings of natural objects. 

Vocabulary

Pattern: shapes, lines and colors repeat to create pattern.

Repeat/repetition: when something occurs more then once.

Supplies

Images – books of images


Boxes of natural materials for rubbings


Paper


Crayons

Activities/Agenda

1- Read a book to class gathered on butterfly rug. 



-Will help introduce myself and introduce idea of looking at patterns. – Get them 
engaged with me and pattern. 


-Reading of story will help students wake up and ease in to mindset for our 
activities and thinking. 


-Introduce patterns and transition to looking at images in books.

2- Discuss patterns in nature through looking at images.


-Start discussion asking what students already know about patterns. This will give 
us a starting point to work from when looking at images so students can build 
knowledge from wherever they may be. 


-Discuss how patterns are made, where they can be found – Looking at images 
from nature for examples. (Lines, shapes, colors repeat to create patters)  

-Explore repetition in images – Where is there pattern? What makes up a pattern?

-(Extra, if time) Use idea of rhythm as way of further exploring repetition. Using 
kinesthetic activity interpreting pattern into noise - to further engage with images 
and discuss patterns in nature. Give another way to think about and understand 
repetition and creating a pattern.


-Introduce crayon rubbings and Demo directions.
3- Creating a pattern of their own combining and repeating objects from nature. 


-Using crayons and nature objects students will explore making rubbings and 
using objects to create a pattern.


-Learning a new technique and way to use crayons.


-Making rubbings can allow students to discover patterns that already exist on 


objects as well as offer opportunity to repeat the same shape. By arranging the 
objects in a repeating fashion they can explore the idea of patterns.



Where do you see patterns? Are there patterns already on some of the 


objects? How can you arrange natural objects to create a pattern?

4- Clean up – Put all materials back into box, papers at seat to take home.

5- Share – If extra time, have students share drawings and discoveries with class. 
Bring students to the rug with their paper. Those that would like to stand up 
and share their drawing and what they did with the class can then share. 
Have 2 students stand in front of rug at a time and talk about the patterns 
they created 
Assessment 

Through looking at images and asking questions I will be able to assess what students 
understand – if they can identify patterns.
By creating ideas with physical manipulation of objects students will show understanding 
of pattern and repetition. 

{Ms. Brock’s management strategies could possibly use to get their attention:}

Ringing a bell, clapping patterns for them to repeat, Modeling – [I like how such and such friends are sitting], student to help me be teacher, Raise hands when ask questions.
